We continue to work to fill speaker 

roles which are not committed and 

are making good progress  on devel-

oping our contacts around the coun-

try for this event and for the ongo-

ing faith and science initiative.

RTB Network-to-Chapter Re-

quirement. How you can be a 

part of a Chapter

To become an official RTB Chapter, 

there must be at least four RTB-trained 

individuals (one of which includes an 

RTB apologist) and we must submit a 

signed copy of the RTB Chapter Bylaws 

must be submitted to RTB headquarters.  

 

Required chapter officer positions in-

clude (but are not limited to) president, 

ministry team coordinator, outreach co-

ordinator, and promotion coordinator.  I 

will talk about these roles on Saturday.  

We need to identify some folks who are 

willing to commit to serving as an officer 

for at least a year.  

 

In order to become a chapter officer, one 

must complete the chapter officer train-

ing. It can be taken in one of two ways: 

a) becoming a volunteer apologist, or b) 

taking officer training.  

 

Once a chapter has fulfilled the require-

ments for official status and their appli-

cation has been accepted, the chapter 

receives certain benefits such as large 

discounts on RTB materials, free copies 

of newly released items, and free re-

sources such as CDs, DVD PPTs, and 

study guides.  

 

Chapter activities include (but are not 

limited to) regular meetings, outreach 

events, training potential apologists/

officers, establishing relationships with 

other organizations (Christian/secular), 

promoting/selling RTB materials, en-

couraging donations to RTB, and 

administrating a chapter member-

ship database. 

 

We have all of the required study 

material available on CD and can 

loan the required DVD (Journey 
Toward Creation) and the re-

quired Text Book (Creation as 
Science) to those wishing to be-

come officers.
